To Mason County Beard of Commissioners:

Please find attached for your review and information the Mason County Treasurer’s Annual Investment Report
for the fiscal year ending December 31, 2022.

Interest and dividend earnings totaled $1,407,455.07 in 2022, an increase of 18.57% over the previous year.
Interest and dividend earnings on liquid type investments (checking/saving accounts, money market funds) saw
significant interest rate increases as the federal funds rate saw seven increases starting from 0.25% and ending at
4.50% in December 2022. Investment pools such as Michigan Class and Gov Mic that provided excellent rates on
liquid funds were following those increases closely, which helped monies that needed to stay liquid such as the
monies collected during the property tax collection cycle. Notably, US Treasury Bonds had been the area of most
value towards the end of 2022, while bank certificate of deposits lagged into 2023 before seeing more competitive
rates. Most new investment purchases were short term duration as the uncertainty of the Fed’s decision of interest
rates increases loomed throughout the year. This allowed us to reinvest maturities and take advantage of the
increases in rates. At this time in 2023, the Fed is signaling holding off on rate increases and possibly seeing lighter
rate decreases so investments of longer term may show value in one to two year ranges. We are seeing predicted
rate drops being priced into new investments as the yield curve is still inverted.

In 2022, cash and cash equivalents (checking account, money market savings accounts, and other liquid account
balances) at year end made up 19.87% of the total portfolio at year end. Certificates of deposits made up 24.85%,
and securities made up 55.28% of the portfolio.

As custodian of the county’s funds, the treasurer invests surplus funds in a conservative manner. All
investments are made in accordance with Michigan Public Act 20 of 1943, as amended, and Mason County's
Investment Policy adopted by the Mason County Board of Commissioners on June 9, 1998. The primary objectives,
in order of priority, of the county's investment activities are:

SareTy - Safety of principal is the foremost objective of the investment program. Investments shall be
undertaken in @ manner that seeks to ensure the preservation of capital in the overall portfolio.

D1vERSIFICATION - The investment portfolio will be diversified by security type and institution in order that
potential losses on individual securities do not exceed the income generated from the remainder of the
portfolio. No more than 60% of the total investment portfolio shall be invested in a single security type or
with a single financial institution. To the extent practicable, it is the objective of this policy to maximize the
amount of Federal Deposit Insurance Corporation (FDIC) coverage on the investment portfolio by investing
funds with several institutions.

LiQuipiTy - The investment portfolio shall remain sufficiently liquid to meet all operating requirements that
may be reasonably anticipated.

RETURN oN INVESTMENT - The investment portfolio shall be designed with the objective of obtaining a rate of
return throughout the budgetary and economic cycles, taking into account the investment risk constraints
and the cash flow characteristics of the portfolio.
